Most of us garden for ddight enjoyment, but
what about gardening for our evening enjoyment
as well? Many plants bloom exclusively at night,
so why not try some fiwers that are just getting
startedwhenthe sun goes down?

Between dusk and dawn, when moonlight illuminates the plants, your moon
garden comes to life asight polinators such as moths, native bees and bats
are dtracted to plants with white and paleolored flowers that are intensely
fragrant and produce a lot of nectar.

Moths fly to white and pale blooms, which show up well in moonlighese
creatures have an amazing sense of smetl love flowers that are highly
scented. Some moths hover over the plants to sip nectar with their very long
tongues, and others land on flowersile they feed. Many kinds of moths,

like sphinx moths, will visit honeysuckle, columbine and amsonia blue star.

Bats prefer the nectar of large flowers, and blooms of white, purple and
green, along with very strong scents, will attract these benefiégittime
creatures.

Although most bee specieisicluding domestic honeybegdo their pollind

ing during the day, a few native bees, such as small shazd, work by night,
using the moon and starlight to navigate through the garden. They pollinate
evening primrose, monarda and caiap.

Mon-
flower is most éten grown from seed and provides a quick annual cover
for an arbor, trellis, or fence.

Angel's Trumpet (Brugmansi#Datura innoxia): produces fragrant; 6
inch white flowers that appear from midsummer until frost on this viney
annual.

Evening Stock(Matthiola incana): has small pink or purplish flowers
that are not showy, but emit amioxicating fragrance at night.

C 2 dzNJ h Wlitebil®s @fapa): is a sweetly fragtaemnual with colo-
ful trumpet-shaped flowers that open in late afternoon and release a
jasminelike pefume.

Nottingham Catchfly (Silene nutans): Annual offers a scent reminiscent

of hyacinths. The flowers open on three successive nights before fading.

Flowering Tobacce(Nicotiana): is a lovely annual with long, trumpet
like blooms valued for their intense evening fragrance.

Night Gladiolus (Gladiolus tristis): features creamy yellow blossoms
with an ntensely spicy night fragrance.
