efforts, increased advocacy and partnerships with related government agen-
cies, and state and national grassroots water coalitions.
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In order to achieve 501c3 status for the Federated Garden Clubs wingsota,
the following changes/additions will be made to the

By-Laws
Federated Garden Clubs of Minnesota

ARTICLE IV Membership
The Federated Garden Clubs of Minnesota, Inc. does not discriminate on the
basis of race/ethnicity, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, disability,
age, or other personal characteristics in the membership or in the election of of-
ficers or selection of chairmen in the organization.

ARTICLE XVII Requirements to be exempt as an Organization described in
section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code

Section 1.
The FGCM is organized exclusively for charitable, educational, or scientific
purposes, including for such purposes, the making of distributions to organi-
zations that qualify under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or
the corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

Section 2.
No part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to the benefit of, or
be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private person, ex-
cept that the organization shall be authorized and empowered to pay reason-
able compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distribu-
tions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in the purpose clause hereof.

Section 3.
No substantial part of the activities of the organization shall be the carrying
on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the
organization shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing
or distribution of statement) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposi-
tion to any candidate for public office.

Section 4.
Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the organization shall
not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by an or-
ganization exempt from federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the In-
ternal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax
code, or (b) by an organization, contributions to which are deductible under
section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section
of any future federal tax code.

Section 5.
Upon the dissolution of the organization, assets shall be distributed for one or
more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Inter-
nal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax
code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local
government, for a public purpose. Any such assets not so disposed of shall be
disposed of by a Court of Competent Jurisdiction of the county in which the
principal office of the organization is then located, exclusively for such pur-
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poses or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine,
which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

Over that period of time, Worcester Wreath has do nated 90,000

wreaths which were placed by volunteers in a wreath -laying cerem ony
each December. But as word spread, the mission to Remember; Honor;
and Teach about the sacrifices made by our veterans has ca ptured the
hearts and minds of many commun ities ac ross the Country.

In December 2007 , 286 participating locations hosted Wreaths Across
America ceremonies overseeing the placement of 32,553 wreaths on the
headstones of those who served and sacrificed for our freedoms . In 2008
that number exceeded 350 locations and 100,000 wreaths placed in hon-
or!

To achieve an award there is work involved. One must apply for an
award, documentation of the project is required and there are rules that
must be followed. All applications are evaluated at the state level, the
winner in each category is sent on where it is judged with all those from
other states.

OUR 40™ ANNIVERSARY IS A RECORD-BREAKER!

This year, Federated Garden Clubs of Minnesota was recognized for its
40" year of participation in the Minnesota Renaissance Festival. In a
10 Check out our new and improved website: mngardenclubs.com




ceremony at the King’s Arbor, | accepted a certificate on behalf of FGCM
from the King himself (who kissed my hand—I 6 | | never )wash
along with a beautiful blue and green, hand-blown glass vase.

2011 marked my 10" year managing the booth at the Renaissance. In
that time, we have seen quite a few changes. Ten years ago, we were
averaging sales of $8,000-9,000 per year. We averaged daily sales of
$500-600 and $700-800 on a good Saturday. Once a year, we’d manage
to have a super day and sell $1,000! Once we introduced the Fairy (Rib-
bon) Garlands, they had an immediate effect on our sales. It’s not that the
Fairy Garlands were more popular, it's that people now had a choice be-
tween ribbon and floral. The first year we offered the Fairy Garlands, our
sales jumped to $12,000 with several $1,000 days. Last year, we sold
$15,000 and had six $1,000 days! | thought that there was no way to im-
prove upon that, but this year was phenomenal! We had 10 out of 16 sell-
ing days that were over $1,000—and of those 10 days, three were over
$2,000!"! Unbelievably, we sold $19,532!!!

At the October 29" quarterly meeting, | presented some special awards
to people who helped make the year such a success. Kathy Merchant,
Ann Albrecht, Bruce Albrecht, and Tom Compo (all from Johnny Jump
Ups) worked the day with the Highest Sales: $2,180! Our lucky charm
was Susan Eiden (also from Johnny Jump Ups), who received a Highest
Order of Hawking Award for leading the way to thousand dollar days.
Each day she worked, the income reflected her sales skills: $1548, $1714,
$2042, and $2101! | presented MVP (Most Valuable Peasant) Awards to
a few individuals who came rushing to our rescue when the need was
greatest. Because we had really good sales the first two weeks of the Fes-
tival, we were left with only 100 garlands facing Labor Day weekend (and
we can sell 100 garlands in one day)! Calls and emails went out to solicit
garland-makers, but only a few responded. These few people dropped
what they were doing and saved us! During the last four weeks of the Fes-
tival, Vera Klein and Doris Miller (both from Sweet Sioux), Vera’s daugh-
ter, Anne Pahl, and Marsha Ocel (Soil & Sunshine) made over 600 gar-
lands and hats to get us through the last few weeks of the Festival. Alt-
hough many people made garlands or other products for the booth over
the course of the year, these MVPs stepped up when the chips were
down. They were under pressure to produce MORE GARLANDS every
week and they continued to make garlands up to and including the last
Saturday of the Festival.

If you were kind enough to make product for the booth this year,
please know how much your contribution was appreciated. Every single
garland, hat, or pet rock counted toward that total of $19,532! Even ten
garlands bring in over $100 for the booth. But you can see that having a
really good year is a double-edged sword—the money is great, but we go
through garlands so much faster. If you made garlands this year, please
consider making more for next year. If you’ve never made them (or ha-
ven’t for a while), Ann and | are happy to show you how, or come to your
club to conduct a how-to workshop. Making garlands can be a great mon-
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ey-maker for you or your club. | made over $500 this year and | made all
my garlands in the month of September! Think what you could do over
eight months!

Thanks to all the volunteers who worked the booth this year! The
weather was nice and warm, with only one rainy day, but I'll bet you are all
still coughing up Renaissance dust! Without the garland-makers, there
would have been nothing to sell, but without the workers at the booth, we
wouldn’t have had any sales! Thanks to everyone who helped make this
year so successful.

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NATIVE PLANTS FOR THE BUTTERFLY GARDEN

Winter is the gardener’s time to plan for next year’s butter-
flies. If you haven’t already tried native plants in your gar-
den you might consider adding some next spring. Since they
evolved with our butterflies native plants are the best choice
for the butterfly garden.

It’s easy to incorporate natives into your garden and yard.
As with any plant they need to be in the right spot. Whether
your yard is dry or wet, in the shade or sun, there’s a native
plant perfect for your site. Once established, natives tend to
be low maintenance plants.

Lynn Steiner’s books Landscaping with Native Plants of Minnesota and Land-
scaping with Native Plants of Wisconsin (both published by Voyageur Press) will
help you select and incorporate natives into your yard and garden.

Always remember to place butterfly plants in an undisturbed spot, do not use in-
secticides/pesticides, and use species rather than cultivars (Steiner’s book in-
cludes both). The plant list below (as well as the one provided in a past newslet-
ter) is food for thought on a cold winter evening and a promise of adult butterflies
and their beautiful caterpillars in your garden.

Winter is coming — and with that brings additional safety challenges. In the winter, more
home fires are started by heating equipment than any other cause. Portable and electric
space heaters are the most dangerous. Never leave space heaters unattended, and turn them
off before leaving a room or going to sleep. Keep them at least 3 feet away from anything
that can burn, including furniture, people, pets, and curtains. Check the label to be sure it
has ETL, UL or CSA.

During the holidays, there are more opportunities for accidents. Every minute, 17 children
go to the emergency room with unintentional injuries. That’s 9.2 million accidents that
didn’t have to happen every year. Each year, fires during the holiday season claim the lives
of more than 400 Americans, injure 1,650 more, and cause more than $990 million in dam-
age. Candle-related fires are one of the most common holiday home hazards, averaging
more than 15,000 each year, resulting in 166 deaths, nearly 13,000 injuries and $450 mil-
lion in direct property damage. About 5,800 people — two to three every hour — were treat-
ed in emergency departments for fall-related injuries sustained while decorating during
each of the 2000, 2001 and 2002 holiday seasons. Christmas trees, both natural and artifi-
cial, were the first item ignited in an estimated average of 250 reported home structure fires
per year during 2003-2007. These fires caused an estimated average of 14 deaths, 26 inju-
ries and $13.8 million in direct property damage per year.

Other Safety Tips:

1 Dress appropriately for the weather. Check the forecast so you aren’t caught unaware.

1 Keep your distance when driving — leave yourself an ‘out’ in case you need to stop or
swerve quickly

1 Beware of ‘black ice’, and slippery conditions on bridge decks and overpasses

1 Make sure smoke detectors and carbon monoxide alarms are properly installed and in
good working order

1 Know your limits — when shoveling snow, stop and rest periodically...do not try to
‘push past the pain’.

The key to safety is being alert and paying attention to what you are
doing. Be aware of what could happen if something should go wrong.
Think about the task you are about to do and what could happen if-the
knife should slip, you didn’t wear your safety glasses, you didn’t re-
move the toy from the stairs, you didn’t lift that box correctly, or any
other possibility—and take safety precautions. Injuries happen in the
blink of an eye and can change your life, and your family’s life, forever.
There are NO accidents — ALL are preventable if we ALL pay attention. Make safety a
priority when you are at work, at home, in your car and even going for a walk. Your family
is counting on you.
